2016 Data Center Inventory Instructions
INTRODUCTION: 
The Office of Chief Information Officer (OCIO) is gathering State Data Center (SDC) progress information to support multiple legislative requirements such as:
· Strategic Information Technology Plan - Biennial Performance Report
· SDC Plan
· IT Portfolio Management 

Agencies are asked to fill out and submit a State Data Center spreadsheet for their agencies.  The Data Center information will be aggregated into a global file and loaded into the OCIO TBM Program reporting software (Apptio) where data can be analyzed and assembled to meet OCIO reporting requirements.  
DUE DATE: 
Agencies are expected to complete and submit the State Data Center inventory to the OCIO by no later than August 31, 2016.  Address for submittal is OCIOTBMprogram@watech.wa.gov.
AGENCY OPPORTUNITIES: 
The OCIO recognizes the importance for agency technology leaders to have a clear view into the total cost of operations for data center services and the impact these costs have on agency business strategies (both current and future). To support agencies who must transition to the state data center to meet their compliance requirements, the TBM Program will distribute copies of the global State Data Center file to all agencies who have yet to migrate to the State Data Center. This provides agencies an opportunity to analyze and report on State Data Center compliance for their agency. 
For agencies interested in using real time tracking of their data center migration progress within Apptio please contact the OCIO TBM Program. The program currently supports monthly statewide (global) data loads in Apptio and can be equipped to update the freshness of data as progress is made.
