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Status on Aggregated Data Layers

Trails/Trailheads - Data services, map, and application have been published to ArcGIS Online (AGOL). Links to the map and application are also available through the trails project webpage. County subsets have been uploaded to the county Box folders. Please contact Jenny Konwinski if you have problems accessing or working with the data.

Roads - As of 7/23, two regional datasets were assembled and available.  The data was posted to AGOL. Organizations were asked to work together to confirm and choose agreement points and post/save their selections as AGOL maps for DOT staff to review.

Parcels – The parcels data for 2015 has been completed.  Rich Kim (Ecology) is in the process of publishing an updated statewide layer.

County Boundaries – Joy Paulus and Ian Von Essen (Spokane Co) are working with DNR staff to develop guidelines and procedures that organizations can follow when submitting boundary changes to the state.  These guidelines will be published by the OCIO following formal comments from the GIS community. 

City/UGA Boundaries – In progress and should be completed in November. Please contact Rich Kim. 

Addresses - DSHS staff have been processing and uploading county files and will be transferring duties to Jenny over the next few weeks. They are currently finishing Yakima and Whatcom Counties. Please see the attached document for general status maps.
