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1. Purpose of the SIEC (from RCW Title 43.41A.080)

1.1. Develop policies and make recommendations to the office for technical standards for state wireless radio communications systems, including emergency communications systems. The standards must address, among other things, the interoperability of systems, taking into account both existing and future systems and technologies;

1.2. Coordinate and manage on behalf of the office the licensing and use of state-designated and state-licensed radio frequencies, including the spectrum used for public safety and emergency communications, and serve as the point of contact with the federal communications commission on matters relating to allocation, use, and licensing of radio spectrum;

1.3. Coordinate the purchasing of all state wireless radio communications system equipment to ensure that:

1.3.1. After the transition from a radio over internet protocol network, any new trunked system shall be, at a minimum, project-25;
1.3.2. Any new system that requires advanced digital features shall be, at a minimum, project-25; and
1.3.3. Any new system or equipment purchases shall be, at a minimum, upgradable to project-25;

1.4. Seek support, including possible federal or other funding, for state-sponsored wireless communications systems;

1.5. Develop recommendations for legislation that may be required to promote interoperability of state wireless communications systems;

1.6. Foster cooperation and coordination among public safety and emergency response organizations;

1.7. Work with wireless communications groups and associations to ensure interoperability among all public safety and emergency response wireless communications systems; and

1.8. Perform such other duties as may be assigned by the office to promote interoperability of wireless communications systems.

2. Draft Roles and Responsibilities of SIEC Members

2.1. Understand the background and needs for public safety wireless communications in their communities and statewide, and, at a high level, how responders use those communications in their daily duties to keep the public safe.  

2.2. Provide updates to their associations and organizations on a regular and special basis about the work of the SIEC.

2.3. Identify other members of their associations or disciplines interested in interoperability and enlist those members into an advocacy role. 

2.4. Interact with their associations’ leadership and members to help them stay aware of interoperability issues. 

2.5. Identify elected official and legislator support for interoperability initiatives. 

2.6. Other? 

2.7. Potential action: convene a subcommittee or group to work on a more formal statement of roles and responsibilities. 

2.8. Potential action: additional directives for SIEC Chair and Statewide Interoperability Coordinator (SWIC) 

3. Discussion points at the August 21, 2014, meeting included: 
3.1. [bookmark: _GoBack]Local and county system owners are looking to the SIEC for guidance, not mandates, but sharing best practices
3.2. The SIEC members should be active with the association they are representing.  This includes personal contact with other association members and regular updates about interoperability issues. 
3.3. The challenge is ensuring the message is accurate – preparation of major points (actions and results) from each meeting would be very helpful in email form for forwarding. Member Stephanie Fritts apparently provides such updates to her association.   SIEC staff will try to prepare such a list of major points after each meeting.
3.4. It would be useful to develop a Legislative packet to discuss with members of the House and Senate.
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
